La Villita is an especially good source for one-of-a-kind 

home décor items like hand-woven rugs, stained glass and 

decorative copper. 

   Whether you’re interested in La Villita’s rich history 

as a fortress during battle or its current role as a hub for 

artisans and craftsmen, La Villita has something 

for everyone.
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San Antonio offers some great antiquing, and the 

area surrounding Broadway is the epicenter of it all.
